Retightening

Before starting operation.

At quarterly inspections after installation. (Biannual if the room temperature, such as in a clean room, is

maintained within plus or minus 5°C of the ambient temperature.)

When restarting the pump with low temperature after it stops running because ambient temperature or

liquid temperature becomes too high, and low while it stops.

If you find fluid leakage on daily inspection.
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
